- tourism is any travel, which involves an overnight stay away from

- an inclusive tour, or package holiday, is defined as the
simultaneous sale of at least two elements of a holiday to the traveller.
Elements, such as meals or excursions, are not essential to the definition
of an inclusive tour. The term ‘all-inclusive’ is used to describe a
special type of resort holiday in which food, drink, excursions and other
services are included.

- an independent holiday is one in which the traveller organises and
books transport and accommodation from separate sources.

- seat- or flight-only is a type of independent holiday.
