• Can beverages become a viable driver of breakfast visits?
• Consumers are price-sensitive during breakfast
• Consumers want a little bit of everything in the morning

The breakfast daypart has enchanted, and disheartened, many operators, as some brands succeed in
the very profitable daypart, and some falter. Due to consumers’ demands for affordable options with
quality ingredients and more beverage options, the breakfast market still has room to grow. Yet
operators often struggle to find the “sweet spot” of menu mix and pricing. This report explores the
breakfast landscape, consumer desires, and how brands can better compete against other operators, as
well as in-home breakfast options.
